You may also park in the field across from the mare barn.  It gets marshy if rainy, so be careful!!  There will be plenty of shuttles to take you where you need to go.  Friday volunteers for dressage and scoring may park discretely around the edges of the dressage warmup field.  Dressage is also starting at 8:30 (instead of 8 A.M.) again this year so we can all sleep a little later on Friday too!

· The AM+ ALL DAY Fence Judge Briefing on Saturday is very important - Please make a big effort to be there  I know 6 A.M. is very early,but the Pentucket Pony Club cooks will make it well worth your while with a really good breakfast. 

· AFTERNOON FENCE JUDGES : There will be another briefing for you at our volunter tent next to the Patron Tent near the water jump at 11 A.m. Because of the potential for questions that may involve your fence, USEF rules require you to stay on the grounds for one half hour after the XC scores for the fences you judged have been posted.  There will be food and drink as usual in the stable area anxiously awaiting your arrival right after XC on Saturday – You don’t want to miss it!

SCORING  volunteers please report to the  SCORING TRAILER which gets moved every day to the venue in use, you may have to hunt for it, but it should be in the usual locations.  Good luck!
